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mean things like how important it is that you don't get any deck rigging caught on the chain link fence when 
you're portaging Thompsons Island.  Not doing that will save you about a half an hour.  Then there's the 
ever important advice not to go over the little wall at Cottonseed rapids unless you're lined up straight.  I've 
swam several times (okay, dozens) at Cottonseed, but I usually make it to the big rock past the wall before 
I'm swimming.  That's another 45 minutes when you factor in the time it took me to get the boat to the side 
(yes, I had rounded the corner and disappeared long before I got to shore).  Jeff helped me drag the sunken 
Carolina to shore and empty it out.  Actually I think he drug me to shore first but then who's keeping track of 
that?  Mary Ann followed me through Cottonseed, including going right over the wall.  She didn't swim 
though - maybe I moved some of the boulders I got drug across and made it easier for someone following 
me.  Okay, maybe not...  
  After our 6 hour practice run, I found out about the Eliminator that TG was selling.  I was sure that 2 hours 
and 30 minutes was within my reach!  Yeah that's right - go ahead and snicker.  :)  
  Well a couple of days before the race we found out that the course had changed.  Instead of portaging 
Martindale dam and then portaging the low water crossing below it - it was now one long portage.  The race 
organizer described it as separating the men and women from the boys and girls.  Other than sounding 
politically correct - we didn't have any idea what the portage was going to be like.  Several people were 
dropping out of the race either in protest or because of the safety risk of carrying a boat across an unknown 
and possibly dangerous area after paddling hard for 10 miles.  I'm not hard core or anything, I'm just not 
very bright - so I was still in!  
  The morning of the race came up quickly.  I had taken some vacation days with the intention of practicing 
the course - and practicing in this new-to-me boat.  But I'd only taken the Expedition out to test my 
adjustments to the rudder system, so I was going to race a boat that I had only paddled twice before - and 
this was only the second time I'd used a rudder.  I was the first one to show up at the put in.  My friend 
Jennifer came along to watch, so she would meet me at the bottom - no shuttle required...  
  I had drug my boat down to the water's edge and loaded my 100oz camelbak, extra clothes, cell phone, 
and rescue/first aid gear into it.  The other racers were unloading their boats and leaving them right next to 
the parking lot.  No-one else brought plastic boats.  Some were kevlar, some were carbon fiber - they all 
looked really light.  One guy's boat was a sit on top - that was similar in design to my Expedition.  With his 
permission I picked it up.  It almost seemed to float into the air with my touch.  He said it was a lot heavier 
than the rest of the boats - it weighed 26lbs.  I didn't ask if that included the seat or not - I was too busy 
recalculating my finish time.  I did notice that I seemed to be taking a lot more gear than anyone else - I 
decided to remove some of the extra clothes - but I brought the paddling pants and jacket, plus another long 
sleeve shirt.  Yeah okay, add bringing too much stuff to the valuable lessons...  
  The San Marcos Solo is a handicapped race.  If you have finished the course in under 3 hours or if they 
think you warrant it - they make you wait to start.  After admitting that I hadn't done the course in under 6 
hours (they kept asking me "how many?") I was told that I wouldn't be handicapped.  I had been worried 
about that for some reason.  There were only 3 of us that would start right at 10am, and then everyone else 
would be staggered behind us.  There were 14 entrants - but some other people had brought their carbon 
fiber boats only to leave them on their vehicles when they found out about the portage.    
  Okay, so there's the 3 of us on the starting line.  Did I mention that I was in third place for a while?  :)  The 
other two boaters quickly left me behind.  I think I was losing sight of them by the time we went under the 
first railroad bridge (okay - I can hear you snickering again!).  I picked up some time at Rio Vista dam 
though.  The leader portaged the dam and lost some time, and the next one ran the dam and swam it.  I 
lined up for the dam and made it through just in time to see them both taking off again.  I figured that 
whitewater was going to be my best friend today.  :)  
  I didn't see anyone else until I got to Cummins dam.  I was worried that everyone else had gone the other 
route around Thompson's Island and that I was in last place.  I had an encounter with a tree that really 
amazed me.  I had caught a low branch at top speed, and the boat careened straight up into the tree!  The 
water had the back end pinned to the bottom and at least 8 feet of the front was in the air - er, the tree...  I 
had to get off the boat to get it out of the tree, and then I almost went downstream without it.  I guess it didn't 
take as long to get the boat free as I'd thought because when I got to Cummins dam I was told there were 
only 2 people in front of me.  Cool!  The first 6 placers get a trophy, and I was thinking I might just get lucky.  
As I was portaging Cummins carrying my boat - I had another racer ran past me.  Fourth place is

cool though - and with the rapids ahead I figured I'd have an advantage because my plastic sit on top                          
could bounce off of things that would crush those flimsy racing canoes.  Heh, heh, heh...  
  I was passed again before Skulls crossing.  I was trying to go the right of the debris on the corner before 
Skulls, but the boat wasn't going to the right.  So at the last minute I went left.  Well by that time the boat 
didn't go left either.  I washed into the debris and went for a quick swim.  I could see Skulls in the distance - 
and I could see someone portaging it as a boater passed me.  He slowed to make sure I was alright and I 
told him to go - that I was right behind him.  I don't know who he was - but all of the racers seemed to be 
some really good people.  Getting into my boat is real easy - so I lost more pride than I did time - and then I 
was coming right up on Skulls.  Hah, I'll pick up some time here!  I watched the boat in front of me slow 
down and pull over to the side the same way that lion watches it's prey step a little too far from safety.  
Skulls wasn't a required portage, so I was going to try to paddle right under it, with a backup plan of jumping 
off the boat and swimming it through.  I figured I could lay flatter on my sit on top than they could in those 
skinny canoes - but it still wasn't enough.  I stopped paddling shortly before reaching the bridge.  People 
were on the bridge pointing to the take out point, but I just sat on my kayak eyeing the headroom as though 
I were in a trance.  A few feet before it - I was sure I wasn't going to make it - and I bailed just in time.  I 
swam the boat through and did a perfect deep water re-entry to take back 4th place (heck I had just 
practiced my deep water entry a few minutes ago)!  I was back in the thigh braces and stroking hard when I 
looked back to see my prey coming over the road.  Oh yeah, I'm bad!  
  Okay, he caught me again before I got to Martindale dam, but there was someone trying to fix a hole in his 
canoe as I drug my kayak through the grass, so 4th place seemed to be my spot.  The grass turned to rocks 
before I got to the dirt road that we were required to portage on, and that meant that I was going to have to 
carry my kayak.  Egad, this thing is heavy now...  Jennifer was there to encourage me, and to offer me more 
water.  When she asked me how I was doing I mumbled something that even I didn't understand.  I'd gone 
10 miles, and I was tired.  Four people ran past me on that dirt road.  I stumbled, but they ran.  Other people 
were offering me encouragement, telling me that I could easily make it in less than 3 hours, and that the rest 
of the course was easy.  I nearly tumbled down to the water, and I remember wishing that there was more 
whitewater because I knew these paddlers were going to clean my clock on the flat water.  Another boat 
passed me before I got underway.  That portage took a lot out of me, and my dreams of placing had now 
turned to a goal of finishing before everyone else had gone home.    
  I had lost track of what place I was in, but I was trying to hold on to everything I could.  There were no 
classes in this race, but the people coming up on me now had the distinct disadvantage of using single 
bladed paddles, and having no rudders.  This made for some interesting clashes as our lines through 
obstacles crossed.  I had one guy that I must have hit half a dozen times.  We'd go into a corner and I'd 
holler leave me room on the left - but he'd take the whole river and we'd both be fighting to stay up.  I 
eventually pushed him ahead of me just so I could have room to paddle. 
  The last 4 miles were numbing to the mind and body.  I kept thinking the finish was just around the next 
bend.  I'd have short conversations with people as they gradually passed me.  Most of them told me that 
they were surprised I was doing so well.  By that time I was surprised I was still paddling.  I was still moving 
forward, but my most powerful strokes weren't making their normal noticeable forward thrusts.  The last 
person to pass me told me that we had less than 15 minutes left.  That was the longest 15 minutes I can 
remember.  I think it actually took me a half an hour from there.  
  Finally I could see the house that was the finish line.  As I was paddling up - I kept asking "where's the 
finish line?" because I didn't see anything obvious.  As I passed the house I heard someone call out 3 
hours, thirteen minutes, and one second.  That was it - I had made it!  I drifted downstream a bit before I got 
the strength to paddle back to the house.  I apparently had people worried that I was going to drift over the 
next dam, because I was really out of it.  
  I made my way up to the house, and the hamburgers smelled so good I'd have paid $20 for one.  I got a 
paper plate and a bun, and then I had to put the plate down because it was too heavy.  There was a plate of 
cooked patties disappearing right in front of me, but I was busy using all of my strength to get some mustard 
out of the squeeze bottle.  They were gone before I got enough mustard on my bun, but it worked out pretty 
good.  I saw them putting a fresh batch of patties on the grill, and in the time it took me to get  
some ketchup and a slice of cheese - those patties were ready.  All in all I had a really good time, even if 
no-one came in behind me.  :)
